	Normal Operation
	· Give clear instructions of time, boundary, behaviour instructions

· Clarify a recall signal

· Schools have knowledge of participants allergies and medical problems


	· Take first aid equipment

· Make sure children have appropriate footwear clothing

· Allocate time for drinks

· Coaches ensure that clothing is collected prior to moving onto another sport 

· Teachers ensure that clothing is collected prior to moving onto another activity
	· Prior to programme commencing check area, establish boundaries. 

· Note toilet areas
